With Cryptic Species - Listening to the Unseen, Cima Citta wants to invite you
to look behind or beneath the surfaces, to deal with the invisible, the non-visi-
ble, the unseen or inconspicuous. In biology, “cryptic species” are species that
cannot be distinguished morphologically, i.e. by looking at their shape, structure
and form, and yet belong to a different species. Recognizing their difference
requires a process that extends beyond the visible surface. Translated outside
of its biological context, “cryptic species” opens a variety of interpretive possi-
bilities. Cryptic Species elude legibility, communicate in code, are suspect to us,
ambiguous, enigmatic - they are difficult or impossible to interpret or grasp. The
confrontation with cryptic species thus demands processes and procedures
from us that move outside established structures, norms and laws.

For Cima Citta a perfect challenge for the development of ideas.

What insights can be gained when we question the visible, when we take time
to listen? Cima Citta wants to offer space for small and big questions, for coura-
geous experiments and for exchange. In 2022, six projects can be funded within
this frrmework.

To encourage the exchange between groups and ideas, we will try to accommo-
date two project groups simultaneously. We also encourage close interaction with
the Cima Citta team.
